We've determined that there are certain flowers that have a greater tendency to re-bloom more
quickly, and whose blooms last longer. We’re using these in increased numbers, and hoping to find
additional color options for the future. We have Mostardi Nursery to thank for the thoughtful plant
selection and growing.
